Regel 1:

| Man bruger udvidet tid om det, der er, var eller vil vaere i faerd med at ske.

The band is playing now.
Regel 2:

\ Man bruger simpel tid om facts, vaner og det, der altid sker, skete eller vil ske.

On Sundays he plays basketball.
Regel 3:

\ Udvidet tid bruges desuden ved udtrykkene “sidder og”, “star og” osv.

Han star og ryger — He is smoking.
Regel 4:

\ Simpel tid bruges om det, der pludselig afbryder, afbrad eller vil afbryde handlingen.

He was smoking when Leroy smoked him.
He was still breathing when the ambulance came.
Regel 5:

\ Udvidet tid bruges ogsa om gradvis aendring.

He is growing old.
Regel 6:

Normalt bruges ’always’ i forbindelse med simpel tid om en vane. Men ’always’ + udvidet tid
udtrykker irritation.

"My daughter is always asking for money!,” the father complained.
(irritation = udvidet tid)

"My daughter always gets money for ice cream on Sundays!,” the father said with a smile on
his face. (ingen irritation samt vane = simpel tid)

Regel 7:

Sanseudsagnsord; to hear, to smell, to feel og taeenkeudsagnsord; to think, to believe
star normalt ikke i udvidet tid.
